Are my English language skills sufficient?

In order to be accepted onto the programme all students whose first language is not English, or who were not educated through the medium of English MUST have English proficiency to the level of IELTS = 6.5, or the equivalent.   This is a University requirement for postgraduate taught programmes.   You can achieve this in two ways.  
1. You can make arrangements to study English and take the language tests prior to applying for the programme. 
2. You can apply for the Swansea University English Language programmes, which are designed to enable students to develop the necessary language skills.  Details of these programmes are available at the web page for Swansea University’s English Language Training Services (ELTS) programme.

However, it should be clear that upon completion of the programme, students MUST have the necessary IELTS 6.5 or the equivalent to be allowed to enrol for the MA in Childhood Studies.  There is no automatic progression from the ELTS programme to the MA.
